1 Information collected automatically by us 

2 Personal information is collected by us automatically, when you visit our Website. 

1 Information provided to us by third parties ► 

2 Personal information is provided to us by third parties such as TUCO members and 
suppliers:

4. What personal information do we collect and process? ► 

1 Information provided to us by you ► 

2 Personal information provided to us by you may include, as applicable: 

• information that you give us by entering information into our Website and

• information that you give us when corresponding with us by email, by 

telephone, or by post, e.g. your name and contact details. 

1 Information collected automatically by us 

2 Personal information collected by us automatically, when you visit our Website, may 
include: 

• technical information, including [the Internet protocol (IP) address used to 

connect your computer to the Internet, your login information, browser type 

and version, time zone setting, browser plug-in types and versions and

length of visits to certain pages, page interaction information (such as 

scrolling, clicks, and mouse-overs) and methods used to browse away from 

the page.

5. What do we use your personal information for? ► 

1 What your personal information is used for ► 

2 We use your personal information for the following purposes: 

Information you give to us 

We will use this information: 

• to provide you with any information or assistance requested by you. 

• to send you marketing emails regarding TUCO events, training and other 

membership benefits. We may pass your details on to framework suppliers 

so that they may contact you about their products and services. 

In these circumstances, the legal basis for processing the data is your consent.  

Please note that you have the right to withdraw your consent to this processing at 

any time by contacting us using the details set out in the Introduction ► section 

above. If you choose to withdraw your consent, this will not affect the lawfulness of 

the processing that occurred prior to the withdrawal. 

 

Information collected automatically by us 

We will use this information: 

• to administer our Website and for internal operations, including 

troubleshooting, data analysis, testing, research, statistical and survey 

purposes;  

• to improve our Website to ensure that content is presented in the most 

effective manner for you and for your computer;  

• to allow you to participate in interactive features of our Website, when you 

choose to do so; and 

• as part of our efforts to keep our Website safe and secure.  

In these circumstances, the legal basis for processing the data is [our legitimate 

interest in administering and improving our Website and its features, and keeping our 
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Website secure. 

Information provided to us by third parties 

We will use this information: 

• for the purposes of administration in relation to TUCO members (please see 

a list of our members here); and 

• for the purposes of contracts entered into between TUCO members and 

suppliers. 

In these circumstances, the legal basis for processing the data [may be the 

legitimate interest of TUCO, its members and third-party suppliers to conduct 

business operations.  

 
 

6. Who do we share your personal information with? ► 

1 Your personal information ►

We may share your personal information with the following third parties, where 

relevant: 

• our members – to enable members to contact each other and facilitate 

collaboration; 

• our suppliers; 

• our staff, agents and contractors – to enable us to deliver the core business 

of professional development and procurement frameworks; 

• our professional advisors;  

• third party contractors that provide services to us (such as MailChimp, Survey 

Monkey); and 

• analytics and search engine providers that assist us in the improvement and 

optimisation of our site.  

We may also share your information with third parties such as regulatory authorities, 

or where we are under a legal obligation to disclose your information (for example 

where we are required to share information in accordance with legislation, to prevent 

fraud and other criminal offences, or because of a court order). We may disclose 

your information in order to enforce our legal rights or to protect the legal rights of 

our members or others.
